1. Express Train

One of the fastest transportation hub to travel to and from the airport is the 
express train (approximately 25 - 35 minutes). However, the ticket price is 
quite costly; RM 55 per pax, for one way. The express train travels between 
International Airports (KLIA and KLIA2) to KL Sentral. You may purchase 
the train ticket online or head to its main station at KL Sentral. The service 
provides a free porter service at respective platforms and also high speed 
WiFi onboard.

2. Bus

Buses are just about the cheapest mode of transportation to get from 
the airport to the city and vice versa. They are relatively safe and fairly 
comfortable, made up of a fleet of 44-seated air conditioned coaches. The 
fare is quite affordable; from RM 12 to RM 15 per pax, depending on your 
pick up station. Your journey to and from the airport to the respective bus 
station may vary. However, the standard travel time is approximately 1 hour 
to 1 hour 15 minutes. 

3. Taxi 

Taxis are not exactly known to have a good reputation in Malaysia. Most 
locals avoid using taxis due to their high rates and non-standardized 
usage of meter and tracking. Hence taxis are not a very popular mode of 
transportation, but if passengers have no other choice, it is advisable to ask 
the driver beforehand if they can use the provided meter to get to a specific 
destination.

4. E-hailing service 

Now one of the most popular mode of transportation in Malaysia, the 
E-hailing service has caught the attention of both locals and visitors due to 
its high reliability and access through its user friendly mobile app, making 
it one of the fastest ways to get to a specific destination  provided that the 
traffic is smooth. One of the best reasons to use the E-hailing service is the 
transparent and fixed fares made clear even before you make a booking. 
Passengers are also covered with accident insurance the moment they 
enter a car provided through the E-hailing service.  
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Kuala Lumpur, or KL, is Malaysia’s 
national capital and largest city. It is 
formally known as the Federal Territory of 
Kuala Lumpur. In terms of population and 
economic growth, it is one of Southeast 
Asia’s fastest expanding urban areas. 
Kuala Lumpur is Malaysia’s cultural, 
financial, and economic capital, as well 
as the home of the Malaysian Parliament 
and the Istana Negara, the official palace 
of the Malaysian King (Yang di-Pertuan 
Agong).

Kuala Lumpur is one of Malaysia’s three 
Federal Territories, enclaved inside the 
state of Selangor on Peninsular Malaysia’s 
central west coast. The city has hosted 
several international sports, political, and 
cultural events throughout the 1990s, 
notably the 1998 Commonwealth Games. 
Kuala Lumpur has grown rapidly in recent 
decades, and it is currently the world’s 
ninth most visited city.

1. Petronas Towers build in six years

Petronas Towers, the world’s tallest two towers, 
was built in just six years in Kuala Lumpur city. 
A Japanese partnership led by the Hazama 
Corporation built Tower 1, the west tower. While 
Tower 2 was built by a South Korean consortium 
led by the Samsung C&T Corporation.

2. The King’s Palace is in KL

The King’s Palace (Istana Negara) in Kuala 
Lumpur is King Young D-Pertuan Agong’s 
official home. The Malaysian equivalent of 
Buckingham Palace. The magnificent Palace, 
which covers around 50,000 square metres, is a 
popular tourist destination.

3. Commonwealth Games and F1 
Grand Prix host

Malaysia has only hosted the Games once, in 
Kuala Lumpur in 1998. It also hosted the Elle 
Grand Prix and the motorcycle Grand Prix at 
Selangor’s International Circuit.

4.The Batu Caves

The Batu Caves is a complex of cave temples 
in a limestone hill. This is one of the most 
famous temples in the world and has a 
beautiful gold statue that makes the trip more 
rewarding.

 5.Kuala Lumpur was not a city until 
1972

Kuala Lumpur was not a city until 1972
Despite being one of the world’s fastest-
growing cities, Kuala Lumpur was only 
established as a city in 1972. Kuala Lumpur 
was managed by a single company known as 
the Federal Capital Commissioner, after which 
administrative responsibility was passed to 
the Lord Mayor (Datuk Bandar). 
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 10. An Argentinian architect 
designed the Petronas Twin Towers

Yes, the Petronas Twin Towers were built by 
the late Argentinian Cesar Pelli and are one of 
his most renowned structures after Brookfield 
Place in New York City. He developed a 21st- 
distinctive postmodern style was chosen.

 9. Throughout World War II

On January 11, 1942, the Imperial Japanese 
Army seized Kuala Lumpur during World War 
II. Despite sustaining little damage during the 
fight, the city was occupied by the Japanese 
Army during the war. Following the atomic 
bombs of Hiroshima and Nagasaki, the 
Japanese Army surrendered to the British on 
August 15, 1945. Throughout the Malayan 
Emergency, when Malaya was concerned with 
the communist insurgency

8. Home to the oldest University
 
The University of Malaya (UM) is located in 
Kuala Lumpur. It is Malaysia’s oldest univer-
sity, as well as one of the oldest in the area, 
having been founded in 1949. It’s one of the 
city’s many oldest colleges, and it’s home to 
a number of well-known landmarks. In the QS 
World University Rankings 2019, it was named 
the top university in Malaysia, the 22nd best 
in Asia, and the third best in Southeast Asia.

  7. Forests

Within the city, there are three forest 
reserves: Bukit Nanas Forest Reserve in the 
city centre, the country’s oldest gazetted 
forest reserve, Bukit Sungai Putih Forest 
Reserve, and Bukit Sungai Besi Forest 
Reserve. Bukit Nanas, located in the centre 
of the city, is one of the world’s oldest virgin 
woods within a metropolis. .

  6.  Religions

Kuala Lumpur is a multiracial and 
multireligious city. The city’s multi-religious 
populace is served by several houses 
of worship. The Malays, Indian Muslim 
populations, and a tiny number of Chinese 
Muslims are the main adherents of Islam. 
The Chinese mostly practise Buddhism, 
Confucianism, and Taoism. Hinduism is the 
traditional religion of Indians. Christianity 
is also practised by certain Chinese and 
Indians.

History of Kuala Lumpur
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History of Kuala Lumpur

Kuala Lumpur became the capital of 
the province of Selangor in 1887. The city 
was already known as Kuala Lumpur, which 
meant ‘Muddy Confluence’ at the time. 
This is the result of the confluence of the 
two rivers Gombak and Klang. These rivers 
served as the city’s main entry points.

19th Century: Sumatrans may have 
settled in the upper reaches of Klang River

1840: Chinese miners were involved in tin 
mining up the Selangor River

1857:Kuala Lumpur became established 
as a town, the miners arrived in Kuala 
Lumpur and proceeded on foot to Ampang, 
where the first mine was established.87 tin 
miners find rich sources of tin

1862 : As a result of the influx of new 
miners from all over the world, there are 
numerous disputes and gang warfare.

1869: Yap Ah Loy became the leader of 
the Chinese community of Kuala Lumpur, 
and in just a few years, he established peace 
and order in the city. He had the greatest 
influence in Kuala Lumpur, he founded Kuala 
Lumpur’s first school and a destitute refuge.
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1880: British envoy Frank Swettenham 
creates the first city plan for Kuala Lumpur, 
transforming it into a modern metropolis.

1881: Kuala Lumpur was a small city 
with numerous social and political issues. 
The town's buildings were made of wood, 
which were prone to fire, and there was a 
constant threat of flooding due to a lack of 
proper sanitation.

1886: Swettenham also pushed the 
construction of a railway line between 
Klang and Kuala Lumpur, which improved 
access to Kuala Lumpur and accelerated 
the town's expansion. resulting in the 
town's fast expansion.

1890: The population was 4,500, and by 
1890, it had risen to 20,000. As growth 
accelerated, cleanliness, waste disposal, 
and other health concerns became more 
pressing. On May 14, 1890, a Sanitary 
Board was established, which was in 
charge of cleanliness, road maintenance, 
street lighting, and other duties

1896:The Sultans of four states have 
united to form the Federated Malay States. 
Kuala Lumpur becomes the Federated 
Malay States' capital.

Greater Kuala Lumpur encompasses the region west of the Federal Territory of 
Kuala Lumpur to Port Klang, east to the Titiwangsa Mountains, and north and south to the 
Titiwangsa Mountains. The Klang Valley Integrated Transit System serves the area, which 
includes administratively independent towns and cities such as Klang, Shah Alam, Putrajaya, 
and others. The construction of a new Kuala Lumpur City Centre around Jalan Ampang and 
the Petronas Towers are two notable projects in Kuala Lumpur.

1942: During World War II, Kuala Lumpur 
was captured by the Imperial Japanese 
Army on 11 January 1942 to 15 August 1945. 
The “3 years and 8 months” period nearly 
brought Kuala Lumpur’s economy to a halt.

1946: Kuala Lumpur becomes capital in the 
Federation of Malaya.

1957: After 151 years of British rule, 
Malaysia declares independence on August 
31. Kuala Lumpur became the capital of the 
Independent Federation of Malaya.

1963: Kuala Lumpur becomes capital of 
Malaysia

1972: Kuala Lumpur was awarded city 
status, making it the first town in Malaysia to 
do so after independence.

1974:  Kuala Lumpur later became a federal 
territory on February 1

1978: The city of Shah Alam was 
proclaimed the new state capital in, Kuala 
Lumpur ceased to be the capital of Selangor

1990: Kuala Lumpur commemorated its 
100th year of local government on May 14/

1999: The federal administrative capital of 
Malaysia moves to Putrajaya.

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A Night Market is a combination of petty 
entrepreneurs’ temporary outdoor stalls 
where goods are displayed for sale. The 
night markets’ friendly and easygoing 
attitude allowed guests to enjoy the 
diversified setting, as well as a broad variety 
of freshly cooked food and fresh vegetables 
at reasonable costs.

Local members of various ethnic origins 
interacting and mixing could help to 
enhance community spirit and cohesion. 
The atmosphere, the look, the aroma, the 
sound, and the cuisine were all qualities 
that encouraged people to return. For the 
residents, visiting the night market had 
become a popular pastime. You’d walk from 
one end of the night market to the other, 
stopping to look at the wares, greeting 
some friends along the way, acknowledging 
the traders, asking for product pricing, 
bargaining for reductions, and then either 
buying or walking away.

The Malaysian night market was formed 
on the idea of open-air shopping, in which 
street hawkers or petty traders set up their 
stalls in a designated area of a street. From 
early evening to late at night, the selected 
street, which is ordinarily busy during the 
day, would be blocked to traffic. As far as the 
eye could see, the area would be turned into 
a network of stalls with a kaleidoscope of 
different  colour lights.

The night markets highlighted a part of 
Malaysia’s unique culture, as they depicted 
the dining habits, social routines, and 
nighttime leisure activities of the country’s 
diverse ethnic groups. Night markets, known 
in Malay as “Pasar Malam,” have become 
a staple of the Malaysian shopping scene. 
Then, a night market was characterised as 
a trading place open late at night where tiny 
companies sold a variety of affordable goods 
and cooked food.

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Underrated Festivals in Malaysia
Malaysia is well known for the mainstream festivals like Hari Raya Aidilfitri, Chinese New Year, 

Deepavali, Thaipusam and Christmas. To your surprise, there are other underrated festivals which 
have been celebrated in Malaysia for many decades. 

Maulidur Rasul

Maulidur Rasul, also known colloquially 
as Mawlid or the Prophet's Birthday, is a 
holiday that commemorates the birthday of 
the Islamic prophet Muhammad. It is usually 
celebrated on the 12th of the third month of 
the Islamic calendar.

Pongal

This festival is celebrated by Hindus to thank 
the Sun God. It also coincides with the harvest 
festival. The festival will be celebrated on 14th 
January which marks the first day of Thai 
month in the Hindu calendar.

Mooncake Festival

The day of the Mid-autumn Festival is 
traditionally considered to be auspicious for 
weddings, as the moon goddess is thought 
to grant couples conjugal bliss.

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Congkak

Congkak (Congklak) is a Malaysian 
mancala game of Malay origin. The 
word congkak is thought to have 
derived from the old Malay word 
‘congak,’ which means mental 
calculation, which was performed 
in this game. It was thought that 
a good player would have an 
advantage in gaining points to win 
the game if he or she calculated a 
few steps ahead of time.

Equipment Needed:
Congkak Board
Marbles/ Tamarind Seeds

How to Play Congkak

The congkak board consists of two rows of 7 holes called the 'houses' and 
two bigger holes called the 'storehouse'.
The 'houses' are packed with seven congkak seeds each before the game 
begins, while the storehouses are left bare.

Both players start at the same time, scooping up all the shells in every 
house on their side. Each drops a shell into the next 'house,' then continues 
clockwise, dropping one shell into each house after that. Every time a player 
moves, they deposit a shell into his 'storehouse' but do not deposit any into 
his opponent's 'storehouse.'

How the game continues, depends on where the last shell of each scoop is 
deposited.The first round ends when a player's side is depleted of shells.

In the second round, players re-distribute shells from their own 'storehouse' 
to their own 'rooms.' Each 'home' has seven shells put in it from left to right. 
If a player does not have enough shells to fill his own 'houses,' the remaining 
cups remain empty and are deemed 'burned.' The remaining shells are 
stored in his personal 'storehouse.' Excess shells won by the opponent are 
deposited in his own 'storehouse.'

The loser begins the second round. Play continues as before, but players 
can avoid 'burned buildings,' for example, no shells should be dropped 
into these houses. If a shell falls into a 'burned building,' it is seized and 
deposited in the opponent's 'storehouse.'The game continues until one of 
the players loses all of his 'houses' or concedes defeat.

1403 - The first official Chinese trade 
envoys arrived in Melaka.

1406 - Plausible date of the arrival of 
Admiral Zheng He (Cheng Ho) in Melaka, 
commander of the Chinese Imperial Fleet, on 
the first of his 7 voyages to the Indian Ocean.

1411 - Parameswara travelled to China 
with an entourage of 540 and met the Ming 
Emperor. The same year, he embraced Islam 
and changed his name to Raja Iskandar 
Shah.

1446 - Sultan Muzaffar Shah, 
Parameswara's great-grandson, began 
his reign. Under his strong rule, Melaka 
prospered. He established Islam as the 
state’s religion and defeated the Thai in the 
battle near Muar.

1456 - Tun Perak was appointed as 
Bendahara. Serving four Sultans, he was 
responsible for the rise of Melaka to power in 
South East Asia at sea.

1459 - Sultan Mansur Shah succeeded 
Muzaffar Shah. Admiral Zheng brought 
the Chinese Princess Hang Li Po to be the 
Sultan's wife.

1509 - Portuguese explorer, Diego López 
de Sequiera, captain of the first Royal 
Portuguese trading expedition arrived 
in Melaka. His fleet was attacked by the 
Malays, but he escaped leaving behind 20 
men as prisoners.

1511- The Portuguese armies, led by 
Alfonso Albuquerque, captured Melaka. 
A ‘Famosa, a stone fort, was constructed 
around St. Paul Hill. Within this fortress, the 
governor and bishop palaces, a college, and 
other public buildings were constructed.

1545 - St. Francis Xavier visited Melaka on 
the first of his four sojourns, as a base in the 
East. He tried to get permission to travel to 
China from here.

1606 - The first Dutch fleet arrived at Melaka 
under the command of Cornelis Matelief de 
Jonge. An attack was staged with the aid 
of Johor lasting a 3-month siege, when the 
Portuguese reinforcements arrived from Goa 
and the assault was successfully halted.

1795 -1818- Melaka was briefly held by 
the British EIC during the Napoleonic Wars. 
Governor William Farquhar ordered the 
demolition of the fort to move the population 
to Penang.  Although the demolition was 
halted midway between Sir Stamford Raffles 
(founder of Singapore), only the gateway was 
saved. The Vienna Treaty was signed at the 
end of the Wars. Melaka was returned to the 
Dutch.

1824 - The Anglo-Dutch Treaty was 
signed. Dutch trade Melaka with the British 
in exchange for Bengkulu / Bencoolen 
(Sumatra). Melaka and Sumatra are officially 
divided.

1826 - The Straits Settlements of Penang, 
Melaka and Singapore were established by 
the British.

1867 - The Straits Settlements became a 
Crown Colony under the Colonial Office.

1942.- World War II-Japanese invaded 
Malaya and took over Melaka from British rule.

1945 - Japanese retreated; and Melaka was 
handed back to British hands.

1948 - Malaya's internal war against 
Communism (The Emergency) began and 
lasted for 12 years.

1956 - Tunku Abdul Rahman, declared the 
imminent independence in front of 50,000 
people gathered in Padang Pahlawan, Melaka.

1957- Malaya gains independence. The last 
British Resident Commissioner of Melaka, 
H.G. 
Hammett hands the instrument of 
independence to the first local governor on 
31st August.

2003 - Penang and Malacca City became a

In general, Jonker Street tends to be the hotspot for these indulgent 
activities. Overall, first-time visitors should definitely experience each 
of these entertaining and tummy-fulfilling aspects of the Melaka night 
scene for a fully comprehensive experience. Keep in mind that safety 
and security shouldn’t be forgotten while having fun, so ensure to do the 
following: observe your surroundings, take care of your belongings and 
call for a taxi or seek another source of transportation other than driving 
if you have partied a little too hard.

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history of johor
1528 - Johor was founded by the state's ruler, 
known as Sultan Alauddin Riayat Shah. He 
was a descendent of the Melaka Sultanate, 
who decided to set up his royal residence in 
Johor Lama. With that in mind, he is viewed 
as the first Sultan of Johor. 

1564 - Sultan Muzaffar Shah II became the 
second Sultan of Johor, referred to as Raja 
Muda Perdana. The royal was installed to the 
throne with the full support of the Acehnese, 
upon the death of his father. 

1769 - Sultan Mahmud III was crowned 
the Sultan of Johor and had appointed 
Temenggong Abdul Rahman as the 
Temenggong of Johor. 

1858 - The southern state was renamed to 
Iskandar Puteri.

1862 - Sir Abu Bakar ibni Almarhum 
Temenggong Seri Maharaja Tun Daeng 
Ibrahim was appointed as the Temenggong of 
Johor. Nicknamed as Abu Bakar, he is viewed 
as “The Father of Modern Johor’ because 
much of the state’s rapid development 
during the 19th century was accredited to his 
progressive leadership.

1866 - Once again and for the last time, it 
was renamed into its present-day and more 
commonly known name, as in ‘Johor’. The 
name was given by the then Temenggong of 
Johor, Sultan Sir Abu Bakar ibni Almarhum 
Temenggong Seri Maharaja Tun Daeng 
Ibrahim, to mark the opening ceremony of the 
renowned Istana Besar or Grand Palace. 

1877 - The untimely death of Sultan Ali 
Iskandar Shah led to the demise of the 
Bendahara Dynasty. 

1885 - Anglo-Johor Treaty was signed, 
signalling the allyship of both parties. As 
a result, the British were allocated transit 
rights for trade and responsibility for its 
foreign relations. In return, Johor earned 
protection rights and a great degree of 
independence in comparison to other 
Malayan states. 

1886 - Sultan Abu Bakar became the first 
Sultan of Modern Johor. 

1895 - The Johor Constitution, referred to 
as Undang-Undang Tubuh Negeri Johor 
was promulgated by Sultan Abu Bakar. 
This important piece of legislation became 
the model reference point for the rulers of 
the remaining Malay states to draft their 
own state constitutions for the purpose of 
protecting their sovereignty.

1896 - Johor Bahru was officially declared 
as the state capital and administrative 
centre of the State Government of Johor.

1910 - Johor accepted a General British 
adviser, known as Douglas Graham 
Campbell, as initially agreed upon in the 
treaty. Johor was the last Malay state to 
accept this position from the British.

1957 - Malaysia gains independence. 

1994 - Johor Bahru was officially 
recognised as a city.

2017 - Iskandar Puteri was declared as a 
city and became the state’s administrative 
center.Johor Emblem: The Coat of Arms 

of Johor

The Coat of Arms comprises a central shield, a crown, two supports and a motto. The 
Crown symbolises the sovereignty of the Sultan. Four stars at the corners of the white 
shield represent the four original territories of the state which are Johor Bahru, Muar, Batu 
Pahat and Endau. The star and the crescent moon in the middle symbolises Islam as the 
official religion. The two supports are represented by tigers as they symbolise courage and 
strength. The graphic designs at the bottom of the shield represent gambier and pepper, 
the two main agricultural products of the state. The motto for Johor, written in Jawi (Arabic 
script), means “Unto Allah, Resigned”.
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Muar Cultural Walk

Located in the back end or alleyway of a row of shops, the street art lane known as the 
Muar Cultural Walk has tons of colourful murals and paintings of the multiracial society and 
emblematic cultural elements of Malaysia. For example, popular lifestyle activities such as 
buying ais kacang from a cart, selling satay from a roadside stall and eating together at a 
kopitiam are shown. Even the old railway train has been painted to represent the once booming 
transportation industry. Additionally, there are several cartoon and comic book characters along 
with old movie posters painted. Apart from 2D murals, there are also a few 3D art installations 
in the form of carts, bicycles and chairs erected along the street for a more interactive feel.

Kukup Fishing Village

Existing for over 100 years, Kukup Fishing Village offers an authentic seaside atmosphere 
in the Pontian district of Johor. Together with the neighbouring village of Air Masin, Kukup 
has one of the largest fishing villages in Peninsular Malaysia with only an estimated 1,400 
residents of mostly Chinese descent. The village itself is built on wooden stilts above the 
muddy mangrove shoreline. Walk around via the wooden or concrete boardwalks to check 
out the different hotspots including fresh seafood markets, dried seafood snack stalls 
and seafood restaurants (especially near the international ferry terminal). Take one of the 
affordable boat tour rides to visit the fish farms, or kelong, to observe the diverse species of 
marine life being cultivated here.

Fortune Dragon 

Witness the majestic sight of the gigantic Fortune Dragon, also referred to as ‘Prosperity 
Dragon’, situated in Yong Peng. Completed in 2016, this colourful construction is actually 
a large tunnel possessing a length of 115 meter and is considered to be the largest dragon 
tunnel in the world. The dragon is snaked around a beautiful landscaped garden whereby 
visitors will enter through the mouth and exit at the tail. According to Chinese folklore, it is 
believed that this will lead to good fortune and ward off evil spirits. Inside the air-conditioned 
space, there are 144 steps and interior walls decorated with traditional Chinese paintings that 
have multilingual captions. There is also a garden decorated with koi ponds, water features, 
statues, gazebos and a temple.

Intended to serve as his permanent official residence, 
the building embedded with Anglo-Malay influence was lavishly decorated with European-style 
furniture. Currently, large collections of the royal heirlooms and artefacts are preserved at the 
Royal Abu Bakar Museum inside the palace.

What is a picture perfect selfie without a pearly white set 
of teeth?
