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FROM KLIA & KLIA 2 
The KLIA Express train offers a speedy 
airport transfer service from 5 AM to 12 
PM daily, reaching KLIA and KLIA 2 in 
about 35-40 minutes from the city center 
at just RM55 for a one-way ticket. You 
can save 25% with the Group Saving 
Package.

There’s also the Airport Coach bus, 
running from 12:30 AM to 11:30 PM, 
costing around RM10.

Aero bus operates frequently every five 
to 20 minutes all year-round, offering 
convenient service from KL Sentral 
to KLIA/KLIA 2 at RM14 with a 10% 
discount.

Taxis are pricier, ranging from RM80 to 
RM200 for city-to-airport trips. Consider 
Grab for a fixed rate of around RM65, 
a more convenient and comfortable 
option.

FROM SUBANG SKYPARK TERMINAL

To reach Subang Airport from KL 
Sentral, passengers can take the 
SKYPARK Link trains, which offer an 
express service within Kuala Lumpur. 
SKYPARK Link now operates 32 
daily services with intervals of 30 to 
60 minutes. The fare for a one-way 
journey from Subang Airport to Kuala 
Lumpur City is approximately RM3.50.

TRANSPORTATION
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FROM PENANG INTERNATIONAL 
AIRPORT

Flying from Penang Airport to KLIA takes 
about an hour, with fares ranging from 
RM70 to RM650. The cheapest way to 
travel from Penang to KL is by bus, start-
ing at RM50 to RM60, but it takes around 
seven to eight hours.

One of the fastest ways to travel from 
the airport to the city centre is the KLIA 
Express train, taking approximately 
28 minutes. Each ticket is priced at an 
affordable RM55. This train connects 
both KLIA and KLIA 2 International 
Airports to KL Sentral. Tickets can 
be purchased online or at KL Sentral, 
the main station. The service offers 
high-speed WiFi onboard and provides 
a complimentary porter service on the 
relevant platforms.

Bus

Without a doubt, buses are the most 
affordable way to travel between the 
airports and the city, with a fleet of 
44 air-conditioned coaches known 
for their safety and comfort. The cost 
can be as low as RM15 per passenger, 
depending on your departure point. 
Travel times may vary, but on average, 
it takes around 1 hour and 15 minutes 
to reach the city.

Moreover, RapidKL buses offer feeder 
services to MRT, LRT, Monorail sta-
tions, and intra-Klang Valley transpor-
tation to KL City. Various companies 
like Go KL, Smart Selangor, and PJ City 
provide unique services, including free 
buses.

Taxi

Taxis, while still an option, have become less 
favoured due to their higher costs compared 
to ride-hailing services. Locals tend to steer 
clear of taxis due to their inconsistent pricing 
and higher fares. When taking a taxi, 
passengers are advised to negotiate and 
confirm the use of the metre upfront to 
prevent overcharging. Typically, the initial 
fare is around RM3 for the first kilometre, 
with an additional charge of RM0.20 for 
every 150 metres travelled.

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INTRODUCTION TO 
KUALA LUMPUR
Kuala Lumpur, the capital of Malaysia, is famous for its impressive modern architecture, 
including skyscrapers. Due to Malaysia’s diverse population, the city offers a wide range 
of cultural attractions for exploration.

Kuala Lumpur covers an area of approximately 243 square kilometers and is 
experiencing significant population growth and economic development, ranking as the 
ninth most visited city globally. As of 2021, around 25% of Malaysia’s total population, or 
approximately 2.0 million people, called Kuala Lumpur home. Between 2010 and 2020, the 
city’s population increased gradually by 2.2%.

Situated at the confluence of the Gombak and Klang Rivers, Kuala Lumpur is located 300 
kilometers northwest of Singapore and about 40 kilometers east of the Strait of Malacca.
Interestingly, the name “Kuala Lumpur” in Malay means “muddy estuary” because the city 
is where the Klang and Gombak rivers meet.

Kuala Lumpur is one of Malaysia’s three Federal Territories, along with Putrajaya and 
Labuan, and has hosted various significant events, including the 1998 Commonwealth 
Games and the 2017 Sea Games.

Lastly, according to Moody’s Analytics, Malaysia’s economy is expected to grow 
moderately in 2023, with a projected Gross Domestic Product (GDP) increase of 4.1% 
following an exceptional 8.7% rise in 2022. Economic growth is expected to slow down in 
the coming quarters, with the GDP growth rate decreasing from 7.0% year-over-year in the 
fourth quarter of 2022 to 14.2% in the third quarter. In 2022, Malaysia’s GDP grew by 8.7%, 
marking the highest rate in over two decades.

The origin of the name “Kuala Lumpur” 
comes from the Malay word “lumpur,” 
which translates to “mud.”

Kuala 
Lumpur did not exist until 1857 when 87 
Chinese tin miners quickly established a 
settlement at the muddy confluence of 
these rivers. Shortly thereafter, the name 
Kuala Lumpur was officially assigned to 
the town.

The Petronas Twin Towers held the title 
of the world’s tallest twin towers.

The Agong is elected 
from among the Malay rulers, and the 
election process and procedures are 
outlined in detail in both the Constitution’s 
Third Schedule and the Conference of 
Rulers’ regulations.

2. Make sure the taximeters are turned on by the drivers
When you take a taxi, make sure the driver has turned on the metre before you 
start your ride. It’s against the law for them to charge you without using the 
metre.

3. Avoid going down any dark alleys
Be cautious about walking in dark and poorly lit areas, especially at night. It’s 
safer to walk with others and avoid going alone to prevent the risk of robbery. 
You do not want to become a robbery victim!

4. Bring clothing that is appropriate for hot temperatures
Average annual temperatures in Malaysia’s tropical region are oppressive at 
30°C. Pack appropriate clothing for the hot and humid weather in Malaysia. 

Also, carry a 
light jacket or hoodie because places like buses, trains, and malls often have 
strong air conditioning. Don’t forget to carry an umbrella since the weather 
can change quickly.

Pulau Ketam, also known as “Crab Island,” is a Malaysian island located off the coast 
of Port Klang. The island lies in the intertidal zone, and mangroves are the dominant 
vegetation. Two mainly Chinese fishing settlements, built around 1880, are located on 
the island. Pulau Ketam is the name of the principal settlement on the island’s southern 
shore. Sungai Lima, meaning Fifth River in English, is the other town on the 
northeastern side, named from its location as the fifth inlet from the main village. The 
majority of the residents are Teochew and Hokkien Chinese, with Teochew, Hokkien, and 
Mandarin Chinese being the most often spoken dialects. The island’s housing consists of 
floating houses perched on the water.

The only way to get to the island is by taking a direct ferry or speedboats. Ferries 
departing from the Port Klang Jetty are available every hour during the daytime on 
weekends, but it is less frequent during the weekdays. The journey only takes less than 
an hour to reach Pulau Ketam.

People at Pulau Ketam don’t use cars; instead, they ride bicycles or bikes, which are the 
primary method of transportation within the island. You may also go cycling here since 
they give bicycles for tourists to rent at a low cost and enjoy their vacation. You can also 
walk everywhere because everything is close together.
